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Best Practice #3.  Up front, clearly communicate summative assessment methods.  
· Informing students of assessment methods at the beginning of a unit of study helps them see a reason for learning and motivates them to work towards the targeted goals.  This practice will help students focus on what they are expected to learn and what they will be able to do with that knowledge. 

Best Practice #4.  Present models of work that illustrate the levels of quality expected so that students have clear goals for their own work.  
· The samples you show students should be compatible with their level of ability.  Discuss and analyze how the models reflect what they have learned and why they are considered high quality work.  Researchers have found that when students see samples of high-level performance, they are motivated to make their work better quality and unique rather than copying them.
